Remember:


*To talk about actions that are happening at the moment of speaking we use the the present continuous. We use now, at the moment, today and expressions like Listen!, Look! with this tense: 


She is listening to music now.


He is reading a book at the moment.


Today is Sunday; they are not working. 





*To talk about habits or routines we use the the simple present . We use always, usually, often, sometimes, never, every day, etc with this tense:


We often go to the cinema.


He goes running every day.
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
