     e.g. I was watching TV when the telephone rang.


We use the past continuous for two things happening at the same time. We use the connectors while or meanwhile


     e.g. My brother was getting ready for bed while I   


     was watching TV.


           My brother was getting ready for bed. Meanwhile, I was  


     watching TV.


We use the past simple when one thing happened after another.


     e.g. When the phone rang, my brother answered it. He knew   


     it would be his friend.
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
